In 2013, a study was pub-
lished showing that plants
signaled each other when
being attacked by insects so
that plants which were not
being attacked could mount a
mitigating defensive re-
sponse. In that study, it was
shown that the communica-
tion channel was facilitated
by an underground network
of fungi that form myecelial
fibers throughout the soil that
